This article explores the problem of disparity (disproportion, imbalance) between theoretical
training and practical training in the technical universities of Russia and of Belarus. The authors
suggested that the imbalance could be as a consequence of drastic changes in a structure of
curriculum which could happen in the second half of the 20th century. The comparative analysis of
the curriculum of 1958-59 with the curriculum of 2011-12 confirmed this. Given the fact that, in the
USSR and in modern Russia and in Belarus, the curricula of technical higher education institutions
were and still are standardized (institutions use a model curriculum), the authors concludes that the
technical universities of both countries have a huge disproportion in favour of theory in their
curricula. The authors believe that this disproportion should be eliminated; otherwise, it will prevent
developing of technologies in these countries.

In the age of globalization the contradictory tendencies are present: (1) Power is becoming of
largely independent of the power structures in individual states, yet it exerts an influence on states.
Non-states entities are gaining more and more power and influence; (2) There is the increase of
the role and importance of soft power and semi-hard power; (3) global laws arise in the process of
autonomization of laws in relation to state. They are created largely independently of the will of
states and imposed on states; (4) More and more non-state bodies are entitled to create the laws;
(5)The contemporary world witnesses a growing status of the soft and semi-hard laws. They
regulate the relations between states and institutions; (6) The large states ( superpowers) striving
for hegemony in the world do not comply with international and global laws and they do it often
with impunity; (7) Some small states and fundamentalist or nationalist movements engage in
brutal wars and acts of crime, contrary to international and global laws; (8) The global laws due to
their generality and vagueness are variously interpreted and often are used to justify the action of
violence; (9) There is the need to make efforts to ensure the more precise elaboration of global
laws and more rapid increase of the role of soft power in national and global spheres.

1. States and laws in the age of modernity

The article aims to discuss the status of states and laws in today’s globalized world. In order to
outline the problem with a greater clarity, it seems apt to consider these relations in the age of
modernity, prior to the onset of globalization which occurred in the 1960s. Traditionally, two types
of laws were distinguished: internal and international. Internal laws were established by nation
states which were sovereign, i.e. independent of any external entities in their legislative and judicial
activities. The international recognition of state sovereignty was a constituent element of the legal
status of states. At the same time, however, a state could accept a restriction of its material,
personal or territorial sovereignty by granting privileges to certain groups or individuals — or
consenting to the exclusion of a part of its territory from its jurisdiction (for example, Hong Kong
was under British jurisdiction between 1898 and 1997). Sovereign states also created the
international law which regulated relationships between different states. The international law was
originated by the states and was meant to ensure their legal sovereignty, equality and security. The
states had the status of legal persons endowed with the right to self-determination. Involvement in
the establishment of international rights enhanced the prestige of states on the international arena,
and their implementation in the state’s territory depended on decisions made by the state’s
authorities”.

Treaties, agreements and other arrangements constituted the sources of the international law
which governed three situations and generated three types of structures. Firstly, it provided a
general regulatory framework for relationships between different states, such as terms and
conditions of peaceful coexistence after wars. Until the Congress of Vienna in 1815, international
affairs between the states were regulated exclusively by bilateral treaties which brought about
territorial and political order. Typically, they were based on the principle of balance of power.
Secondly, it regulated relations between states in specific matters. To that aim, international
organizations or institutions were set up, involving representatives of multiple states. Depending on
the needs, such entities developed detailed arrangements related to previously adopted general
regulations, monitored compliance and provided a forum for promoting inter-state cooperation.
Usually, they were organizations specializing in specific areas, e.g. the International Telegraph
Union founded in 1965 or the Universal Postal Union established in 1874. Many similar agencies —
e.g. responsible for trade, environmental protection or communications — were set up on the
international level. Thirdly, it contributed to the elimination of certain phenomena that were
detrimental to the functioning of all states. In this case, states simply adopted certain universal
regulations and pledged to comply with them for their potential benefit. Examples include the
obligation to combat maritime piracy or follow humanitarian principles during wartime (refraining
from killing civilians and prisoners of war, etc.)z.

This understanding of the international law rested on five assumptions: (1) the law was
identified with hard law, i.e. actual binding laws — orders, bans and regulations carrying military and
political sanctions for non-compliance; (2) the law was meaningless without implementation; (3) the
implementation of laws relied on hard power (use of military and political means); (4) only states
held the power required to ensure compliance with the laws and apply sanctions for non-
compliance; (5) every international law, by its very nature, was recognized as objective, i.e. as a
means of regulating relations between states taking into account formal and material standards
which constitute the validation of law (generality, consistency and fairness). The states were thus
(a) the only international law entities, §b) lawmakers and (c) law executors, (d) and were recognized
as equal and possessing equal rights®.

2. Power entities in the age of globalization

Global power differs from international power in that it is independent (or largely independent)
of the power structures in individual states, yet it exerts an influence on states. It is state-
independent in its genesis or as a holder of power. Global power arises from globally relevant
activities pursued by non-state entities (persons, organizations, institutions, corporations,
communities) or from the achievement of a hegemonic position by a single state (or a single
organization). It can also emerge from international powers (institutions, structures, conventions) in
the process of gaining independence from the control and activities of nation states and their
representatives. Global power has an impact on the politics of states, organizations, communities
and other entities, and on their legislation despite — and sometimes even against — their will. Its
influence is largely one-sided, systematic and Iong—lasting4.

What entities can be classified as holders of global power? It seems that at least seven types
of such entities can be identified: (1) traditional international institutions brought into existence by
states and controlled to a greater or lesser degree by nation states, such as the UN, ASEAN and
others; (2) hegemonic states; (3) crime and terrorist organizations, and extremist movements
accepting the use of violence; (4) institutions and organizations originally established by states
which later get out of their control and bring states under their control, e.g. global financial
institutions; (5) international corporations and banks; (6) epistemic communities, lobbies and
private organizations; (7) non-governmental organizations influencing state policies.

Re: 1) The UN has the authority to create international laws which are enacted by the UN
General Assembly subject to approval by the Security Council or by the Security Council without
dependence on the consent of individual states. Consequently, since the establishment of the
United Nations, states which are not permanent members of the Security Council have enjoyed
limited sovereignty, since they must abide by laws which are enacted without their involvement or
passed by a majority vote by the General Assembly. In the case outlined above, however, state
sovereignty is not abolished because the states are eager to accept such limitations by voluntarily
joining the UN. As a general rule, member states ratify all laws passed by the UN. The UN has a
legal personality and the capacity to enter into agreements and treaties which are binding on its
members. For example, Article 105 of the Charter of the United Nations provides outright that the

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UN enjoys such privileges and immunities vis-a-vis individual states as are required for the
fulfilment of its purposes. Even though the UN has no military or police force, and relies on the
armies of member states to ensure the implementation of enacted laws and decisions, it exerts its
influence due to its authority as a globally mandated entity on the one hand, and owing to the
political and military support of member states on the other.

Re: 2) Recent decades have seen a growing popularity of theories of hegemonic power®.
Hegemonic power refers to the global power held by states with the strongest military and
economic presence in the world. The United States is said to hold the political, moral and
civilizational leadership over all states globally and at the same time — or perhaps above all — to be
the world’s unquestioned dominant military power. The hegemon state is not to be equated with the
imperialist exploiting and oppressing colonies. It should rather be seen as a coordinator of
international policy, and a guarantor of peace and stability. It performs the same functions globally
as a state within its borders. Global order and security are public goods which are relevant to
everyone. The Unites States is a country promoting religious freedoms and democracy, and
fighting terrorism. The USA respects the views and interests of other entities, and value their
culture and traditions. On the other hand, however, the United States does not tolerate policies that
are hostile towards that state. It is a country capable of imposing its political will and economic
rules on others. The US does not hold absolute power, yet it is more sovereign than other states® .
The status of the American state rose after the dissolution of the Soviet Union, when the US
became partially independent of international structures. As Z. Brzezinski stated, in December
1991 (following the disintegration of the Soviet Union), the United States was left standing tall as
the only global super-power, and the US President as the leader of the world’. Nevertheless the
global influence of the United States has been noticeably waning over the past years. In 1999, the
UN Security Council refused to grant formal approval for NATO to intervene militarily against
Serbia. Also, in 2001, the UN failed to support the military intervention of US troops in Irag.
Western European states increasingly criticize the American government and shun cooperation
with the US authorities on the international forum. They demand co-decision making power in
global matters, and call on the US to rethink its policy of unilateralism, and pursue a multilateral
and multipolar approach. Multilateralism is a concept advocated by European Union member states
which provides that global relations should be governed by varied and complex institutional
structures created by individual states. The aim of the multilateral approach is to provide a system
of institutionalized coordination of state activities on the global forum on the basis of general
principles of action, with a view to establishing an international economic and political order free
from any internal hegemonic relations. Any particular interests of the system’s members would be
subordinated to that system. Multipolarism is an approach which advocates the emergence of
multiple — and relatively independent — poles of power across the world. The multipolar approach is
meant to be a means of preventing the emergence of all types of hegemonic relations.* Irrespective
of the multiplicity of trends arising in the Western world, there has been a revival of political and
military powers (China, Russia, India, some South American states) that compete with the United
States and openly challenge its global supremacy. International problems turn out to be far too
complex and too widespread to be resolved by a single state, even if it holds the status of the
world’s superpower.

Re: 3) Global political power also assumes the form of supra-state crime organizations which
use force to prompt individuals and entire social groups into behaving in a particular manner. The
role and status of terrorist and crime organizations, mafia, gangs and arms traders has been on a
rise in recent years. The category also includes extremist organizations and some populist
movements. The best known and most dangerous seems today the Moslim fundamentalist
movements, which ignore the laws and morality norms.

Re: 4) Global extrapolitical institutions and organizations, such as the World Trade
Organization, International Monetary Fund or World Bank, were established by states, and have
states as their members. Despite that, they make decisions and enact regulations which are
independent of the will and interests of states, especially the poor ones. A certain degree of
influence on the Bretton Woods organizations is exerted by affluent states providing them with
financial reserved, chiefly the United States. The power held by these organizations is of a

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particular character. It relies on financial resources and loan activities. The organizations develop
standards governing the (liberal) economic policy for the states borrowing money from them, and
enforce compliance by means of financial and economic sanctions. They require the borrower
states to uphold the rule of the law and free-market (sometimes libertarian) economic principles.
Often, they pay no attention to the borrowers’ interests. Global extrapolitical organizations are not
democratic, for they make decisions, issue regulations, pass laws and release guidelines without
taking into account the opinions of members or other states. They are binding on the states
concerned, and are adhered to by them. Non-compliance is punished by financial means, for
example by the refusal to grant a loan. Membership in such organizations affects the quality and
content of national laws. For example, after joining the World Trade Organization China opened up
to the international market, liberalized its business regulations, and improved the transparency of
its economic laws. The jurisdiction of the World Trade Organization is compulsory and directly
required of its members. The WTO establishes the global rules of trade between nations. There are
several dozen state-independent organizations dealing with economy, trade and agriculture which
enact economic laws and supervise their compliance.

Re: 5) Other entities including large corporations or regional organizations (e.g. the European
Union) pass laws which are directly binding on their members, without asking their consent to the
enactment of such laws. In addition, they influence their members through the general climate and
the “rules of the game” which are at the heart of the organization concerned. They define the
standards of action. The process of granting, both explicitly and implicitly, legislative and executive
powers to a growing number of entities is increasing. Such powers are acquired today by
corporations, multinational companies, economic institutions, and an array of different associations,
committees and arbitration institutions.

All state-independent international institutions and organizations have their own agenda to
push through, because they want to carry on and expand their activities. They also have their own
set of principles — including mechanisms of forcing their members to fulfil their assigned roles. They
also determine the costs of noncompliance with the rules, and the consequences of leaving the
organization concerned. Typically, state-independent international institutions and organizations
get progressively more bureaucratic and, along with the process, become independent of their
founders and members®.

Re: 6) The role of jurists, experts and specialists in the creation and interpretation of the
international law has been consistently growing in importance. There is even a concept of
epistemic communities which have an increasing influence on the global order. The communities
are formed by lawyers, technocrats, managers, scholars and international specialists who all share
common values, problems, knowledge and contacts. By issuing their opinions, exercising their
competences and giving meanings to different phenomena, they create the general climate.
Furthermore, they draft agreements, treaties and opinions, and assess existing risks. They have
achieved independence of state interests'®. A number of committees, chambers and tribunals have
been established to create laws or hold powers to resolve conflicts arising between parties. Aside
from epistemic communities, the global order is also impacted by lobbies, communities, minorities
and private corporations. Their influence cannot always be viewed as positive.

Re: 7) NGOs are not established by states and they do not seek to subordinate states by
virtue of their position. They have the status of private organizations tolerated by states. However,
their role in the development of standards and criteria of action for states and other entities
(companies, institutions, citizens) in the fields of ecology, human rights and democratization is not
to be underestimated. All these entities restrict the sphere of state power. Even though they do not
have military force, they do influence the politics of states and other institutions.

3. Increase in the status of soft and semi-hard power

Not all entities listed above possess the same kind of power. The first three make use of hard
(military, physical) power, either legally or illegally. In contrast, the entities listed under items 4 and
5 above resort primarily to semi-hard power (economic, financial, legal pressure). Epistemic
communities, social networks and non-governmental organizations ( item 6,7) in turn utilize chiefly
soft power (persuasion, argumentation, proclamations, demonstrations)'’. Interactions between

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entities possessing different kinds of power lead to conflicts. Every type of power can be used to
achieve morally and politically positive or negative objectives. Nevertheless, in open societies soft
power — more than semi-hard and hard power — is geared towards pursuing morally commendable
goals. Soft power is used to put pressure on holders of hard and semi-hard power to lead a policy
ensuring the fulfilment of citizens’ material and spiritual needs. It appears that in the age of
globalization soft power is growing in significance at the expense of hard power, at least in
democratic states. States, as well as political and economic institutions, are increasingly forced to
consciously and voluntarily assume obligations which are not in their interest (the interest being an
expansion of hard power). Vitally, they are not compelled to undertake such obligations by duress
or under threat of violence. Public opinion, protests, manifestations, church declarations etc. create
an axiological/normative climate which must be taken into account by politicians. For example,
pressures of this kind contributed to the abolition of slavery, introduction of working hours and
conditions or restriction of child labour. It was the soft power exercised by the Solidarity social
movement in Poland that led to the downfall of hard-line Communist regimes. Social protests held
in Maidan Nezalezhnosti in Kiev resulted twice in the change of (hard) political power. As summed
up by Vaclav Havel, soft power is the power of the powerless.

One could say that what is witnessed today is an international civil society made up of
movements, non-governmental organizations and civic networks which put pressure on states to
pursue a specific kind of policy. The number of global grassroots organizations making use of soft
power is growing steadily. What is more, they become increasingly varied in terms of status,
interests and types of action, and increasingly effective in their operations. There are dozens of
thousands of international non-governmental organizations operating across the world today.
Among them, the most prominent and influential are: Greenpeace, Amnesty International, Human
Rights Watch, Medicins Sans Frontiers, Transparency International, International Red Cross. They
perform the function of global consciousness. They function as soft power entities influencing
governments and societies, other organizations and institutions in the name of supra-state public
interests. It is pointed out that NGOs played a pivotal role in the adoption of the Convention on the
Rights of the Child in 1992, the UN Declaration on the Elimination of Violence against Women in
1993, the Convention on the Conservation of Migratory Species of Wild Animals in 1979, the
Convention on Biological Diversity in 1992, as well as bird protection legislation, the International
Covenants on Human Rights in 1966. In addition, non-governmental organizations made a
contribution to the establishment of the International Criminal Court in 1998 and to the adoption by
industrial states (except for the USA) of the 1997 Kyoto Protocol which commits the signatories to
fight global warming by reducing greenhouse gas emissions. The International Red Cross played
an undeniable role in the development of humanitarian legislation, e.g. in the adoption of the 1997
Anti-Personnel Mine Ban Convention. Trade unions have contributed to the development of labour
laws. Amnesty International reports on cases of human rights violations and condemns them, and
Greenpeace embraces the mission of exposing global environmental problems and safeguarding
legislation that protects nature and the environment. In their activities, they use Internet campaigns
and protests. They denounce the practices of governments violating legal regulations and condemn
them®. They participate in debates, negotiate, provide arguments and warnings. In this way, they
create a favourable climate for the adoption of new international laws by different states, and boost
the transparency of decisions on the international fora. All these activities are possible even though
entities of this type do not have hard power at their disposal.

Their impact is felt not only by state governments but also other organizations and institutions.
For instance, under the pressure exerted by (mainly American) environmental organizations the
World Bank developed a strategy that seeks to address global environmental challenges. In the
1980s, the World Bank only employed five environmental protection specialists. At the beginning of
the 21% century, the number exceeded 300. In addition, the World Bank was forced to withdraw
from investing in environmentally hazardous projects or modify the financed programmes, for
example, it suspended a loan for the Polonoroeste Road Project in Brazi's Amazon due to
environmental issues and threats to the integrity of indigenous populations. A similar decision was
made with regard to the dam-building project in India’s Narmada river valley. Furthermore, the
World Bank began, of its own accord, to put pressure on state governments to adopt laws
protecting the natural environment. In response to intense pressure from environmental
campaigners the idea of sustainable economic and environmental development took shape™®.

Examples showing the increase in the importance of soft power are abundant and diverse.
Soft power is also increasingly used by states, i.e. traditional holders of hard power, in their
policies. The trend has emerged in response to a change in the international climate. Instead of
threatening and intimidating, they employ persuasion, urge, and offer collaboration. A factor
supporting the trend is the growing cost of warfare and war-related risks for the aggressor due to
the development of newer and newer weapons. Consequently, states bring other states into
compliance with laws (e.g. ownership regulations) by means of persuasion or through the formation
of coalitions condemning non-compliant states or isolating them on the international arena. Since
the Kellog-Briand Pact of 1928, war has been branded as unlawful.

One of the forms (or varieties) of soft power is authority. As opposed to hard power, in order to
be effective, it requires the recognition and consent of the influenced entity because of certain
properties and resources of the influencing entity”. Another contemporary phenomenon, aside
from the increase in the importance of soft power, is the rise of the status of semi-hard (semi-soft)
power types. Semi-hard power is exercised through economic duress, sanctions, promises of
cooperation and assistance, and a stake in joint projects — or via interactions based on
recommended standards and laws. Semi-hard power relies on the one hand on material resources
(funds, riches, technologies) as an instrument of enforcing desirable behaviours and, on the other,
on institutional and organizational structures of administrators of such resources. By the mere fact
of creating an efficient organizational structure, the structure becomes a force which affects its
surroundings. Human resources, rules of conduct and decision-making structures constitute a
potential that can be utilized for exerting an influence on entities to achieve the desired goal.

Effective strategies include economic pressures, suspension of investments, threats to halt the
supply of strategic raw materials or political pressures (without the use of force) placed on entities
to induce them by peaceful means to adopt desirable measures. Semi-hard power is used both by
states in their mutual relations, and by organizations and institutions which hold it. Apart from large
and rich states, the best-known holders of semi-hard power are global financial organizations
included in the Bretton Woods system established in 1944: the International Monetary Fund, the
World Bank and the World Trade Organization. They have the greatest financial resources, give
credits and loans, and provide consulting services. They also conduct their own economic policy.
Sanctions imposed by such institutions usually take the form of credit denial, increased interest
rates or provision of less favourable loan conditions. Bretton Woods institutions also have
organizational strength which becomes a form of power helping to enforce actions that are in line
with the general rules in force in these entities. They structuralize problems and social situations in
accordance with their own ideas and standards, and compel others to embrace their interpretations
of the social reality. For example, they set parameters for national economies based on the criteria
of their liberality or their progress on the path towards liberalization, and evaluate and classify
different economies accordingly. Then, they impose their evaluations on borrowers and other
entities. Their opinions are respected by all state governments.

Their institutional/organizational power is also associated with the symbolic/normative power
comprising standards and values (e.g. liberal ones) that are adopted for the pursued policies and
widely promoted. They serve as a benchmark for defining problems and submitting proposed
solutions, and for placing obligations on operating entities. The international organizations listed
above, as well as others, are known to influence the international law-making (especially economic
laws) and the legislative process in different countries. The post-communist countries have also
been affected: after the downfall of the communist regime they are forced to implement libertarian
reforms and stringent economic laws under the dictation of the International Monetary Fund and
World Bank™.

In more recent times, in order to deter Russia from supporting separatists in eastern Ukrainian
provinces, Western states have imposed economic sanctions against that state. The measures
seem to have had a significant negative impact on Russia’s economy.

4. Globalization of legislation and jurisdiction

The globalization of political power is inextricably linked to the globalization of laws. The
phrase “global law” is not a recognized term in legal theory or practice. It is used here for the
purpose of identifying a certain sub-class of supra-state laws with specific properties. The drafting,
content and implementation of international laws depend on the will of states. It is the strength and
will of states that ensure their entry into force. Such laws continue to be an important constituent of
the international order. They are founded on the tenet of equality of states before the law, and their

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sovereignty. In contrast, global laws arise in the process of autonomization of laws in relation to
states — similarly to the emergence of global political powers. Global laws are created
independently of the will of states and imposed on states — or they become autonomous from the
states which have brought them into existence. They curb the sovereignty of states, and they do
not perceive states as equal. They allow a privileged treatment — in actual or even formal terms — of
some entities (states, institutions, organizations) over others. They are found in all spheres of
social life. Global laws are in force even against the will of states, with states being forced to
implement them. Such duress takes the form of soft sanctions (public opinion pressure, criticism,
condemnation from different entities), semi-hard (economic, political) or hard sanctions (military
interventions).

Global laws are sometimes referred to as “stateless”. This means that: (a) they are not created

by states but through custom or by institutions and organizations external to states, or they become
independent of states which have created them; (b) they are binding on states without requiring
additional codification; (c) they apply directly to citizens and state residents without the mediation of
state laws, i.e. they are directly effective vis-a-vis individuals or communities or corporations and
organizations; (d) all of them have an obligation to abide by the laws (e.g. human rights laws,
environmental laws) and can be held liable. In the opinion of some law experts, the primary
subjects of today’s system of supra-state laws are individuals or social groups rather than states.
The rights of individuals enjoy a superior status to the principle of state sovereignty. It is even
argued that the international society is made up of people, not states™.
More and more precise global and international humanitarian laws are passed to regulate the
condition of prisoners of war and the civilian population during the war, as well as tourists,
immigrants and refugees. Such laws have acquired an independent status of the will and interests
of individual states. They are effective by the force of custom or convention — or on the principle of
ius cogens. Such interpretation of the law permits individuals and other non-state entities a greater
degree of emancipation from states and state laws. A specific form of legal globalization — aside
from the globalization of legislation — is the globalization of jurisdiction, i.e. legal powers and
competencies, to encompass new entities and new areas. For example, states prosecute arms
dealers, drug traffickers and terrorists beyond their borders®’.

5. Soft and semi-hard laws and sanctions

Global laws usually differ in their status and nature from statutory state laws. The
contemporary world witnesses not only an increase in the role of soft and semi-hard power but also
a growing status of soft and semi-hard laws. They are seen to increasingly regulate the relations
between states and institutions. Soft and semi-hard laws are non-juridical, non-compulsory and
non-binding in the traditional sense, i.e. under pain of military sanctions, damages or legal orders.
Failure to observe a soft law does not entail any hard penalties. Soft laws include quasi-legal
instruments such as political and legal declarations; memoranda; resolutions; legal opinions;
principles of prioritizing certain laws (e.g. written over unwritten); moral standards which are applied
in practice or required by informal international consensus and other informal rules which are
commonly embraced and valued, though not laid down in treaties and formal acts; general legal
rules; rules of the international law; customary laws; legal precedents; institutional rules of conduct.
All of these are sometimes said to fulfil a para-law function.

Soft laws can arise in a variety of ways: by virtue of decisions made by states and
governments; on the basis of opinio iuris; through action practices used by states on the
international or domestic levels; based on legal customs or traditions for resolving issues on the
international forum; through proposals or arrangements made by international organizations and
institutions. Soft laws can serve as instruments which tie together governments’ activities based on
treaties or constituents of treaty interpretations and means of their practical implementation.
Similarly to intergovernmental treaties, soft laws frequently play a pioneering role in legislative
frameworks, as they become a foundation for the formulation of international rules, standards and
principles of cooperation. In that sense, they precede the establishment of hard laws.

A large proportion of soft laws take the form of declarations or resolutions passed by states at
conferences, UN sessions or meetings of other international organizations. Examples include the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948), the Rio Declaration on Environment and
Development (1992) or the Draft Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples (1992)*. In fact,
more and more institutions and organizations issue and execute such laws. Consequently, the
globalization of laws also manifests itself as legislative and jurisdictional pluralism.

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Soft laws — particularly in the form of declarations — facilitate the legitimization of certain types
of action. In effect, sometimes they are difficult to distinguish from hard laws, especially considering
the fact that some of them garner immediate support and are effectively observed. In the light of
the above, a question arises as to why declarations and resolutions are adopted instead of treaties
and conventions. The main reason is pragmatism. Declarations do not require arduous and time-
consuming negotiations between government representatives — nor protracted and precarious
ratification procedures by state governments and parliaments. In this sense, they are a substitute of
hard laws. Furthermore, soft laws are more flexible, and as a result they are more easily amended,
added to or adapted to local conditions. They lay down parameters or chart out directions for the
resolution of matters. Consequently, they are complementary to hard laws — or capable of filling in
gaps in hard laws. They do not impost on states such rigorous obligations as hard laws.
Declarations are usually formally binding, but not as precisely as formal treaties. Sometimes, they
do not confer direct obligations on signatories but instead set out standards which are obligatory in
nature. Soft laws are not always observed by all states (and other entities). For example, the
adoption of the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer was followed by
the establishment of committees entrusted with the task of implementing the agreed measures.
The committees, however, have no power to force anyone to take any actions, for the Protocol is
not a hard law. They can only urge states and companies to limit the emissions of ozone-depleting
substances, bring them into pacts, build up social pressure and create patterns of action.

Long-standing or widespread application of soft laws often transforms them almost
automatically in hard laws. One example concerns ecology. General rules of environmental
protection do not have the formal status of laws, yet they are commonly considered by societies as
binding upon them. They are effective based on a common (extralegal) consensus™®.

Recent decades have seen mounting pressure towards restricting the power of states both by
hard and soft laws. Social movements and international organizations demand such restrictions in
the name of human rights, freedom and tolerance, peace and security, children’s rights, cultural or
ethnic minority rights, animal rights, in the interest of humanity as a whole, etc. Organizations and
movements campaigning for these rights and interests come into existence. They work to achieve
a favourable international climate for furthering their agenda, i.e. formulating and implementing
laws limiting the power of states. In fact, declarations and resolutions often turn out to be a very
effective instrument against totalitarian regimes. For example, the Helsinki Accords of 1975, signed
by Western countries and governments of the Communist bloc countries, contributed to
strengthening the position of dissident movements in the communist states. Ultimately, it was one
of the factors playing a part in the downfall of the communist system.

In addition to soft laws, an increasing role in international relations is being played by semi-
hard laws. It must be noted that in some cases, the distinction between the two types of laws can
be blurred. Semi-hard laws are rising in importance for two reasons. One of them is the current
international climate and the other is related to restrictions in the application of hard power. Article
2(4) of Chapter | of the Charter of the United Nations provides that members should refrain from
the threat or use of force in their international relations (with the exception of self-defence —
Chapter VII, Article 51). This law limits retaliatory measures taken by states following violations of
treaties by their partners or infringements of other conventions. Consequently, coercion without
force has recently been one of the most common strategies of enforcing compliance with
international laws. Yet another trend is observed nowadays, with formally hard laws acquiring the
actual status of semi-hard laws in international relations. This happens when states and
organizations punish lawbreakers by applying measures laid down in the private law instead of
hard sanctions. They included, for example, freezing of bank accounts held by other states (the
measure was implemented by the USA against Iraq in 2005), ban on airplane flights of one state
over the territory of another state; ban on the imports or exports of specific goods, ban on the entry
of diplomats to the territories of other states (a sanction imposed by the European Union against
Belarus in 2007 and against Russia in 2013), economic or technological embargo (imposed by the
USA against Cuba and recently — though partially — against Russia). Such sanctions are gradable
:n teggns of their severity and conditional on the acts of states that breach international and global
aws .

A special area of application for semi-hard laws are global institutions and organizations such
as the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund and the World Trade Organization. They lay
down laws for their members and often also for other states. The laws are in force and are
observed on pain of economic sanctions. Such organizations, however, do not establish hard
international laws. Instead, they issue recommendations, declarations, decisions, agreements,

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opinions or guidelines. Although such documents lack a hard status, they are binding, and
members comply with them. Consequently, the jurisdiction of the World Trade Organization (WTQO)
is effective in an obligatory and direct manner towards its members®'.

A semi-hard status is assigned to customary international laws. They emerge as a result of
regular actions which are not codified either as statutory laws or in the form of treaties or
agreements. They are accepted — either implicitly or explicitly — as valid, and apply mainly to the
responsibility of legal entities for their actions, and their powers. They dominate in such regimes
(i.e. subject-matter spheres) as: environmental protection, human rights, maritime regulations,
economy and trade, Internet use, etc. They are subject to interpretations. Consequently, they
represent an area of interface between political power and explicit laws.

The primary domain of semi-hard laws is economy. In this sphere, a special role is played by
lex mercatoria, i.e. a set of customary rules for the resolution of conflicts arising during the
exchange of goods and services. These are commercial laws, existing independently of local and
state laws. Known since the Antiquity as merchant laws, they have recently regained their former
position. Despite being private in nature, they are respected by states. As private laws, they exert
their influence through the power of persuasion, tradition, and pressures applied by commercial
entities. They are used, among other areas, in commercial arbitration.

Arbitration also represents a form of semi-hard law. As a method of conflict resolution

arbitration can be non-formalized (i.e. operating ad hoc) or formalized, i.e. institutional and
procedural in character. Arbitration has become popular as a technique for the resolution of
disputes concerning compliance with contracts and interpretation of agreements. Instead of going
to courts, disputing parties often prefer to appoint arbitrators to settle the issue of their rights and
obligations with them, to be able to affect the choice of laws based on which their case is to be
considered, to argue and seek to persuade others to their point of view?,
The international market is regulated by a multitude of commercial agreements, treaties, state and
international laws, laws imposed by individual institutions, quality standards, customs regulations,
quality approval procedures, and customs governing the conclusion of transactions having the
status private or customary laws, etc.?,

6. The complexity of relations between human rights and political powers

The relations between global laws and political powers are complicated. The ambiguous
status of the global laws and their intertwining with political powers is seen clear in the case of
implementation of human rights. Human rights laws are a classic example of contemporary global
laws. In the age of modernity, natural law holding the status of moral law was regarded as
autonomous in relation to political entities. By reference to it, human rights and the right of nations
to self-determination were recognized as binding and effective. Nevertheless, the origin and
legitimization of human rights are not entirely clear. On the one hand, they are regarded as self-
evident, natural, given, reasonable in themselves. On the other, however, they are considered an
expression of the will of the nations or the will of the people. This dual status was given to them
already in the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen in 1789. In fact, they are
associated with a different status (ethical, institutional, legal) in different frameworks. The
universality of human rights is not preordained either. They are seen as universal but at the same
time as applicable to the citizens of particular states. In the Charter of the United Nations adopted
in 1945, human rights are not established but only reaffirmed, which means that they are
recognized as natural. In the Universal Declaration of Human Rights adopted by the United Nations
in 1948, the fundamental and inalienable rights and freedoms are proclaimed as a common
standard of achievement for all peoples and nations. They were not endowed with a juridical status
until the drafting of the European Convention on Human Rights in 1950 and the adoption of the
International Covenants on Human Rights in 1966, with states being obliged to carry out their
positivization. In 1966, the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights came
into being too. Also, the Vienna Declaration of 1993 recognizes that human rights have a clearly
universal and supra-state status as juridical laws. In this way the human rights transformed from
moral rights, through soft laws to get the status of hard global laws. All states which officially
accept them, undertake not only to observe them but also to protect them actively by creating an
appropriate political/legal infrastructure. They cannot be abolished — but they are variously
construed and employed.

But the situation is paradoxical. From one side there are many non-state actors, such as
Human Rights Watchers, non-governmental organizations, religious, cultural and educational

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bodies, which control the observation of human rights in different countries. More and more
organizations are established to support, promote, monitor, lobby for and supervise the observance
of human rights. This way human rights protect the weak and vulnerable, because in principle
allow citizens to emancipate themselves from state authorities and internal laws. Compliance with
human rights standards is often enforced through international pressures and International
Tribunals. From other side the obligation to observe and secure the rights are assigned to states as
holders of hard power. States should (a) observe liberty rights (e.g. negative rights), (b) secure
institutionally that liberty rights are respected by all people living in the state, (¢) deliver goods
and services to all ( realize positive rights). To fulfil this obligations states are entitled to control
the action of individuals and institutions. It concerns even the states, which violate rather than
respect human rights. It means they extend the power of states over non-state actors and even
over other states, justifying establishing systems of control, which is in the hands of powerful
entities. But not all states observe them. Human rights are massively and routinely violated in
Sudan and in orthodox Islamic states of the Middle East, in Indonesia, Pakistan and India. These
regions of the world are affected by the persecution and murder of religious or ethnic minorities
which are forced to flee in order to escape annihilation. Many countries in Asia and Africa interpret
human rights in different way, accentuate the primacy of community rights over the individual
rights. The states underline that human rights are neither supreme nor absolute and could be
restricted by rules governing public safety, state security, crime prevention, protection of health and
morality, etc. In turn the powerful states interpret the rights according to their interests. Rights are
often accepted only to satisfy the demands of public opinion or in response to the general
international climate or upon the insistence of international organizations and institutions. “*. This
situation show that the status of laws of human rights is in fact ambiguous, because the rights
became formally hard law but in many situations and in many states have in fact the status of soft
or half soft laws or even only the status of moral norms. Anyway the Declarations and Covenants of
Human Rights help to mobilize energy for action to establish just and free conditions of social and
political life. The human rights and laws of human rights functions at least as claim rights and
entitlements of individuals and as aspirations of the communities in the states where rights are
violating.

7. Politics outside the law?

It is somewhat paradoxical that the processes of gradual expansion of regulations to cover
new areas of intra-state and international functioning and ever-increasing meticulousness of
regulations and increasing the role of not hard laws are accompanied by a weakening of the status
of laws — hard laws in particular. What happens is that laws become watered down, blurred and
depreciated — and their interpretation and applicability to different matters get more and more
arbitrary and ambiguous. As was already mentioned whenever recourse to law is needed, entities
are free to choose between different laws. This is true, for example, for parties referring to courts of
arbitration. What is more important, the above-mentioned process of autonomization of laws vis-a-
vis political entities is accompanied by the trend of politics becoming increasingly independent of
the law. It means that the rising status of new types of political, legislative and judicial bodies in
supra-state politics and legislation should not overshadow the role of traditional entities on the
international arena. States continue to shoulder the main responsibility for compliance with
international and global laws in their territories, for they are the sole entities having the armed
forces and the police. But often they try to evade the global and international laws.

Firstly, large states — particularly imperial states striving for hegemony — choose not to comply
with international and global laws, and they do so with impunity. For example, the United States
attacked Irag in 2003 without UN authorization. Large states influence smaller states, manipulating
them into acting for the benefit of large states, often without caring whether such practices comply
with international or national laws. Serbian leaders are universally condemned and tried in court for
crimes committed against Albanians. On the other hand, leaders of other big states responsible for
crimes against ethnic or religious groups — or for acts of aggression — do not get to stand trial.

Ever since the September 11 attacks, the role of political factors in international law has been
rising — and so has the tendency to circumvent the law. One example is the imprisonment of 775
members of the Taliban in the Guantanamo Bay detention camp by the Americans. Not
uncommonly, the policies of world powers cast a shadow on the international law. Five world
powers — which are permanent members of the UN Security Council — hold a privileged place in
politics and law-making, for they can veto any substantive Security Council resolution. Their special

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status testifies to the great role which powerful states continue to play worldwide. Formally, all
entities are equal before the law. However, the reality is that stronger states have a larger room for
manoeuvre in evading the law without suffering any consequences. Still, there is no global
hegemonic power capable of imposing its rights on all other entities without their consent.

Secondly, smaller states also wage brutal wars, Kill without trial, engage in acts of murder,
ruthlessly fight the opposition. Crucially, all these acts take place with the implicit consent of the
global communities — even though as UN members they are expected to observe human rights.
Since 1945, the world has seen over a hundred armed conflicts which have claimed the life of more
than 20 million people. Around 1.5 million people, mainly from the Tutsi tribe, died during the
Rwanda conflict. States which disregard and violate international and global laws are not always
countered by an appropriate opposing power, and often cannot be forced into compliance with
existing laws. In view of the above, efforts should be made from one side to ensure an even more
rapid increase in soft power and from other side to define more accurately global laws and the
possibility of their synonymous implementation in the national and global spheres. Sometimes it is
quite difficult to determine to what extent actions taken by states and extra-state entities conform to
the laws. Basic laws and human rights laws are recognized as being superior to others. However,
due to the generality of their provisions they can be variously interpreted. Consequently, even
human rights violators try to justify their actions and show them to be compliant with human rights
legislation. The US military intervention in Haiti in 1991 and the NATO intervention in Kosovo in
1999 were justified by the need to protect human rights. The Falklands War which broke out
between Argentina and the United Kingdom in 1982 was justified by historical claims to these
islands. The Russian invasion against Georgia in 2008 was claimed to be an operation launched to
protect the ethnic minorities in Abkhazia and Ossetia. Russia’s support for eastern Ukrainian
separatists was said to be necessary to safeguard the identity and freedom of the Russian minority.

Thirdly, what is seen today are specific manifestations of the phenomenon of symbolic
violence. Global or national mass media, as well as pressure groups standing behind them,
pressurize state and extra-state politicians and law-makers by means of actions that walk a fine
line between legal and illegal. They use a whole arsenal of techniques and methods of exerting
influence, such as manipulations, concealment of inconvenient facts, exaggeration of facts that
cast an unfavourable light on the opponent, insinuation of facts, one-sided interpretations of
actions, development of models for people to follow and model behaviours. They create
representations of desirable social states, proper behaviours, and patterns of correct thinking and
acting. Also, they identify directions for political and cultural fashions Symbolic violence is a form of
soft power. It is concealed, tricky, hard to pin down in legal categories. It eludes the law. Verbal
actions are not unambiguous in their intentions. Although one may perceive them as unjust or
untrue, or see that they violate common standards of decency, ethics or the law, they are rarely
subject to penalty. Symbolic violence is based on interests and has no axiological dimension. The
global mass media, considered the fourth branch of power, become global-age monopolists in the
dissemination of information and — not uncommonly — in the interpretation of events. In the global
dimension, only a few corporations are capable of setting up a global information delivery system.
They create the main line of political interpretation and, most importantly, they become an
indispensable tool in the struggle to gain and maintain political power, especially in democratic
systems. Their success depends on how often they appear in the media, in what situations, and
what journalistic commentaries they provoke. The mass media take advantage of their political
importance, and pursue to some degree their own independent policy as an autonomous entity with
its own interests. As a rule they interpret the political phenomena according to their own interests or
interests of big economic corporationszs. Global mass media are the example of the ambiguous
role that could be played by soft and semisoft power. The phenomena which are sketched above
have been addressed by a number of theorists. Difficulties with the interpretation of current
phenomena are perhaps best reflected in Ulrich Beck’s ideas. He claims that global power is supra-
legal, i.e. neither legal nor illegal, neither legitimate nor illegitimate. It is private in its law-making
aspects, and at the same time performs the function of a quasi-state. It is independent of the
territory and invisible — yet evident. It possesses the qualities of ubiquity, discursiveness and
flexibility. There is no alternative to it.

Summing up the discussion above, national, international and global laws (including para-
laws) are an effect of the power game played by state and non-state entities. The global law is
vulnerable to the changing configurations of worldwide powers (hard, semi-hard and soft), and is

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not neutral in their content towards them. In addition to having a legal dimension, decisions issued
by international courts always have a political aspect, for they try to reconcile different interests of
different parties, taking into account their power and position, and also considering the general
interests. Such general interests — sometimes referred to as general goals or values — are to
ensure peace, security, freedom and ownership. By taking due account of them, international
courts and legislative entities, as well as global soft organizations lay down certain standards of
behaviour in the global dimension. They mould the legal and political culture of states, institutions
and citizens in spite of pressures from particular hard political and semi-hard economic powers.27

The purpose of the paper is to examine the rise of the radical right, in the form of the UK
Independence Party, from its origins in 1993 to constituting the largest UK political party currently in
the European Parliament and the recent election of its first member of parliament to the House of
Commons in October of this year.

The paper will examine the rise of this party in the light of social trends in the UK over the last
fifty years and, in particular, the emergence of a group termed the “left behind” arising from the
decline of Britain's working class, the impact of changing social values and the increased
marginalisation of this group whose distinguishing traits are: less skilled, economically insecure,
less well educated and old. Its increased electoral support will also be examined in the context of
its European neighbours which has seen increases in popular support for the National Front in
France, the Northern League in Italy and the Freedom Party in Austria, as well as the Tea Party in
the USA.

We will also briefly examine, as a case study, the course of the Social Democratic Party
(SDP) in the 1980s which saw hopes of a breakthrough by a third political “force” in the wake of a
number of stunning by election victories but which was ultimately subsumed into the Liberal
Democrat Party, a partner in the present governing coalition. The failure for the SDP to make a
breakthrough has important implications for the future of UKIP as it seeks to “break the mould” of
British politics today.

The Ascent of UKIP: From modest origins to Euro election success and beyond

UKIP was established in a common room in the London School of Economics in 1993 by a
history lecturer, Dr Alan Sked. The party had its origins as an anti European pressure group and, to
a considerable extent, has remained faithful to this core issue throughout its history. For the first
decade of its existence, it participated in 25% of the parliamentary elections and achieved just
1.7% of the vote [4, p2]. During this period, it competed with the Referendum Party, another anti
European political grouping, established by an Anglo French businessman, James Goldsmith, as
well as the more extreme right wing party, the British National Party, which had “inherited the
mantle” of the racist National Front. We can view this decade as more a period of “survival” as a
start up party sought to overcome bouts of leadership infighting as well as its limited resources in
terms of personnel and finances — it should be remembered that to fight a parliamentary seat
required a deposit of £ 500 which would be forfeit if not enough votes were secured..

Oddly enough its anti European stance would to a considerable degree be the “saviour” of the
party as the elections to the European Parliament would provide UKIP with a platform to raise its
political profile. Such elections were generally held in the midst of widespread electoral apathy and
low turnouts; they were fought under proportional representation rules which provided less of a
“pbarrier to entry” for minority parties which struggled under the normal “first-past-the-post” system
reserved for UK parliamentary and local elections; and thus European elections represented an
opportunity for disaffected voters to register a protest against the governing party whilst reserving
their position for the more important general elections.

The abovementioned benefits and drawbacks of such electoral systems ie European elections
versus UK parliamentary, can be demonstrated as follows [4, p4]: in 2004, UKIP achieved 2.6
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million votes and 16.1% of the national vote in the European elections but just 2% of the national
vote in the 2005 General Election when it gained no seats; and in 2009, it achieved 2.5 million
votes and 16.5% of the national vote in the European elections but 3.1 % of the national vote in the
2010 General Election when it again gained no seats.

The obvious question is whether going forward UKIP will continue as it has done so before:
outperform in European elections but then “fade to grey” in the all important General Election. In
May 2014 [4, p253], UKIP won 24 out of 73 seats in the European elections and became the
largest party representing the UK. (UKIP had performed creditably in the 2013 local elections by
achieving 1.1 million votes (three times that of 2009); 24% of the vote — up 8% over 2009 and
gaining 147 county councillors with 827 second places). In October 2014, it gained its first elected
UK member of parliament when Douglas Carswell won the by — election in Clacton caused by his
resignation from the Conservative Party. Of perhaps greater significance (to be considered later
below), UKIPs candidate came within 517 votes of winning the Labour Party seat of Heywood and
Middleton in October. At this by-election, UKIP had increased its share of the vote by 36%.

In order to understand whether UKIP is equipped to meet this challenge, it is worth looking at
their rise in the context of political and social developments in the UK, as well as its foreign
comparators, as well as the experience of another minority party, the SDP which, like UKIP, aimed
to “break the mould” of British politics in the 1980s by challenging the longstanding, incumbent
political duopoly of the Conservative and Labour Parties.

The Hollowing of Democracy?

Peter Mair, one of leading political scientists in Britain, commented in his last book [8, p1] that
“the age of democracy has passed”. He drew attention to the popular withdrawal and
disengagement from conventional politics that was pointing to a cross-national convergence
between the UK and the rest of Western Europe. He cited four particular factors, which are
addressed in their turn [8, p23-37]:

Electoral turnout

He noted that electoral turnouts in Western Europe had only marginally shifted between the
1950s and the 1980s from 84.3% to 81.7% but thereafter the change has been significant. By the
last decade of the twentieth century, average turnouts had dropped to 77.6% and then to 75.8% in
the first decade of the twenty-first century.

Indeed, the UK saw its electoral turnout decrease from 77% in 1955 to 65% in 2010. In 2001,
the election of Tony Blair's second government actually saw the turnout drop to just 59% before
recovering for the 2005 General Election.

Electoral volatility

Mair noted that those continuing to participate in such elections had become “more volatile,
more uncertain and more random” in their expression of political preferences. Indeed, he notes that
volatility markedly increased in the 1990s and 2000s.

This has also translated into electors seeking to “diversify” away from the two main political
parties at election times. Causes for this phenomenon are many-fold ranging from the decision of
the third party, the Liberal Democrats, to fight more parliamentary seats than before and go for
“national coverage” to the rise of nationalist parties, such as the Scottish Nationalist Party and Plaid
Cymru in Wales.

As an indicator [17, p74-5], the two main parties together accounted for 97% of the national
vote in 1951; 89% in 1970; 75% in 1974; and just 65% in 2010 when the General Election led to
the creation of a coalition involving the Conservatives and Liberal Democrats.

Partisan identification

Based on the research of Russell Dalton, Mair [8, p35-7] noted that this had also fallen
dramatically over the last two decades. Wright [17, p74-5] notes this phenomenon as constituting
“partisan dealignment” as those identifying their class with a particular party fell from 45% of
respondents in the 1960s to just 11% in the 2000s.

Oddbjorn Knutsen [7] has also pointed to the substantial decline in class voting throughout
Western Europe since the mid 1970s.

Party membership

A further indicator of the downward trend in political engagement can be found in party
membership. In the 1950s, the Conservative Party had three million members while the Labour
Party had one million [17, p83].

Mair [8, p4l] cites a study that shows that party membership in thirteen long-established
democracies has fallen from 9.8% of the electorate to 5.7% by the end of the 1990s. Both the UK
and France saw falls in membership of one million and in the UK's case, membership decreased
by 66% between 1980 and 2009. The UK currently has just 1% of the electorate as members of
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political parties — one of the lowest proportions in Europe. By one measure, the Royal Society for
the Protection of Birds has more members than all the British political parties put together!

A consequence of the above is that UK elections were being won on a share of the vote that
would have lost elections in the past. For example, the Conservative Party (under Margaret
Thatcher) won a landslide in 1983 with a share of the vote less than when it lost in 1964; the
Labour Party (under Tony Blair) gained landslides in 1997 and 2001 with a share of the vote less
than when it lost the election in 1959 [17, p75].

The UK's “first-past-the-post” electoral system had disguised the mounting problems faced
above by Britain of low turnouts, increased electoral volatility, class and partisan dealignment and
falling party membership rolls, and had, as a result, preserved two-party dominance. The price to
be paid however was the emergence of, in the words of Bernard Manin, an “audience democracy”

[9].

The Decline and Fall of the British working class and the emergence of the “left behind”
group

One of the factors noted above was that of class dealignment and how people who belonged
to a “class” would vote for their “natural” class party. For example, 63% voted for their “natural’
class party in 1964 when the Labour Party under Harold Wilson but just 41% did in 2005 when
Tony Blair won his third General Election [17, p76]. This trend was to be reflected in Britain's
working class which has witnessed profound changes in its make up over the past fifty years as
society has evolved. This can be demonstrated by reference to the following table [4, p114-7]:

The working class had been transformed from mainly blue collar to a more professional,
middle “white collar” class over the period. A considerable amount of the decline came about from
the Thatcher period of government when council houses were sold to tenants and the major
industries of coal, steel, shipbuilding and manufacturing were restructured or “went under”. Indeed,
the trade union membership figures above understate the “true” picture of the transformation
wrought given union membership is more concentrated in the public sector (white collar)
workforces of health service and education sectors.

Such social trends have also been visible in the area of educational attainment: in 1964, for
every one person who went to university, fourteen left school; but in 2010, these proportions were
equal ie for every one who left school, one went to university.

Over the period of the Labour government from 1997 to 2007, despite the appearance of
increased economic prosperity for all, the UK manufacturing sector shed over 1.2 million jobs
despite there being no recession, unlike the job losses suffered in this sector during the Thatcher
years in 1979-82 and following the Lawson boom of 1986. The prosperity of the era served to
disguise the nature on the ongoing transformation in British social and economic structures as a
result of globalization and integration with the European market, as well as the accession of Central
and Eastern European states to the European Union leading to increased immigration to the
country.

Political changes had also left “their mark”. Adam Przeworski had noted that the manual work
force was shrinking throughout Europe from the 1980s onwards [12]. The British Labour Party had
lost the 1979 General Election and was to remain out of power for the next eighteen years. The
1983 General Election had seen the Labour Party's share of the vote collapse to its worst in history
as it was pressed by a new “third force” in politics, the Social Democratic Party (SDP), as noted
below, the rebound in Mrs Thatcher's popularity following the Falklands War and an upturn in the
economy, and the widely unpopular policies (and derided image) of its party leader, Michael Foot.
The Labour Party, particularly under Tony Blair's leadership (from 1994) was to strive for middle
class votes but this was to come at the cost of the left’s traditional voters who were to opt for more
radical parties. Przeworski [12] had predicted that when socialist parties attempted to increase
electoral support beyond the working class, they reduced their capacity to mobilize the workers. A
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hallmark of the “New Labour” governments in power post 1997 was the pursuit of “Thatcher like”
policies and its leaders during this period become known as the “Sons of Thatcher” [5].

According to Ford & Goodwin [4, p108], millions of Old Labour voters stayed at home in
parliamentary elections — note the low 2001 turnout above, or increasingly flirted with the racist
policies of the British National Party. In particular, immigration started to emerge as an important
issue for voters, particularly in the traditional Labour held, northern cities. As the “most important”
issue, immigration had gone from being so ranked by 11.3% of respondents in 2000, to 21% in
2002 and 31% in 2005. Net migration, which had been effectively nil during the Major Government
of 1991-97, had increased to net inflows of 200,000 per annum by the mid 2000s, particularly from
the new members of the European Union from Central and Eastern Europe.

Attempts by the Conservative Party to capitalise on anti immigration in the 2001 and 2005
elections had failed to “gain traction” with the electorate who viewed the party with deep distrust
after their period in office during the 1990s [13, p306']. The election of David Cameron as the
Conservative Party in 2005 and his pursuit of “Compassionate Conservatism” would not attract
disaffected Labour voters [2]. With both main parties preferring to aim for middle class voters and
“pitching their message” accordingly, blue collar workers appeared increasingly marginalized in
election terms.

Hans-Georg Best [14, chap 6] had noted in the European context the increased support for the
populist right among blue collar workers. Indeed, in France, the Front National had seen its
support from the manual workers rise from 8% in 1984 to over 30% of all manual workers
supporting it in 1995. In 2012, Marine le Pen was the preferred Presidential candidate of the
working class. Such trends were not limited solely to France. In Austria, the Freedom Party
attracted one out of four working class voters; the Northern League had made considerable inroads
into the trade unions in Italy; the Danish People’s Party has achieved similar a 30% level of support
from unskilled workers. According to Mair [8, p19], each of these parties shared expressions of
xenophobia, racism and cultural defence but also a very explicit hostility to the national political
class.

Therefore, contrary to perceptions of UKIP as a “refuge” of disaffected Conservative party
members dismayed by the “compassionate conservatism” of David Cameron, particularly in the
light of the Coalition government since 2010, it has, in line with a number of its European
counterparts, attracted the support of Traditional “Old Labour” voters who have endured rapid
social change, and who feel directly the threat of the European Union through its endorsement of
immigration (“free movement of labour”) and apparent indifference to “national identity” in favour of
the “European ideal”. Indeed, the results of the council elections in 2013 suggested that UKIP was
taking more votes from Labour [4, p95].

The late 1990s and 2000s would witness a considerable change in the country's culture and
social mores. Whilst there had been immigration before that attracted both public and political
attention (as for example in the famous “rivers of blood” speech by Enoch Powellz) in the 1960s
and early 1970s, the levels of immigration experienced in the 2000s were of a wholly different
dimension. From 1997 to 2007 [1, p104], around 1.1 million migrants came to work in Britain,
although some estimates put that figure at 1.6 million — twice the figure the government had initially
reported. Such immigration seemed, by its very magnitude, to penetrate all regions of the country
and not just the wealthy south-east. Politicians were taken by surprise by the numbers involved and
appeared unable to control the influx. Not all immigrants appeared hard working (or even benign if
taking jobs at low wages) in the eyes of their local neighbours— in 2007, it was reported that
112,000 were claiming social benefits and this figure was expected to double in 2008.

Furthermore, whilst the government had spent considerable amounts of money on public
services, such as the education and health services, this was barely enough to cope with the
demands of a population inflated by migrants let alone the demographic and health needs faced by
the local population.

A further set of complications arose in respect of coloured minorities, with particular emphasis
on those from south east asia, in the light of a rise in terrorism. The London Underground
bombings in July 2005, committed by individuals who had either been granted asylum or had lived
in the country for some time, would also feed into a “developing narrative” about British “culture and
values” being threatened by Islamic “outsiders”. The recent reports of child exploitation in northern

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towns' by Asian immigrants being covered up by local elites on the grounds of “political
correctness” to avoid charges of racism has compounded this narrative of locals and the British
“way of life” being threatened by alien mores and criminal behaviours by “foreigners” tolerated by
the political class at large.

Interestingly, the Labour Government under Gordon Brown from 2007 appeared to sense this
issue with Prime Minister Brown seeking to promote “British values”, although it became
increasingly evident what this actually meant. Claims of immigrants being “preferred” as employees
to locals was answered by a curious statement by the government, more akin to the British
National Party than one of the centre-left, of seeking “British jobs for British workers” [13, p502].
Governments of Brown and later Cameron were seeking to engage in such rhetoric safe in the
knowledge that they could do very little to address public concerns due to constraints by domestic
legislation or that enshrined in treaties and obligations to the European Union.

This brand of Euroscepticism and hostility towards immigrants (as the seemingly “preferred”
customers of public services) has been compounded by dissatisfaction with the established parties.
This has translated into a perception of “remote elites” inside the Westminster “village” who care
little about the concerns of the ordinary people [10]. This was highlighted by the instance in the
2010 General Election of Gordon Brown, the then Prime Minister, being caught on microphone
referring to a Iady2 who had questioned him before as to the high levels of immigration, as a “bigot”
[15, p445]! The “expenses scandal”’ that reported widespread abuses by members of all parties in
parliament in 2009 had merely reinforced negative perceptions of a “political class” that seemed
content only on enriching itself (and its backers in the City through substantial bailouts funded by
taxpayers) while the public as a whole endured a drop in living standards not witnessed since the
1920s.

As noted, Euroscepticism and immigration linked to disaffection with the European Union but
had been further supplemented by the poor performance of the economy, which appeared linked in
people’s minds, to the ongoing economic crisis in Europe. All of these factors coexisted with an
attitude which might be viewed as pessimistic and a dissatisfied outlook on the current state of
affairs and the prospects for a brighter future — “we’ve never had it so bad”*.

“Profile” of the UKIP Supporter

Based on the British Election Continuous Monitoring Study of the period 2004 to 2013, the
following characteristics were noted by Ford and Goodwin of a “typical” UKIP supporter [4, p153]:

Working class — 42%

Middle class - 30%

Left school at 16 or younger — 55%

Male — 57%

Aged 55+ | - 57%

White — 99.6%

With respect to working class, respectively 28%, 35% and 27% of Conservative, Labour and
Liberal Democrats voters surveyed belonged to this category.

With respect to leaving school at 16 or younger, respectively 36%, 40% and 31% of
Conservative, Labour and Liberal Democrats voters surveyed belonged to this category.

With respect to gender and ethnicity ie white, the percentages for UKIP were higher than the
other three parties. The three parties ie Conservative, Labour and Liberal Democrat, were more
balanced in their gender proportions.

With respect to age, respectively 44%, 34% and 35% of Conservative, Labour and Liberal
Democrats voters surveyed belonged to this category

Thus, we can observe on the basis of the survey data, UKIP's “bedrock” of support lies with a
group whose distinguishing traits are: less skilled, economically insecure, less well educated and
old. But this also constitutes a potential threat to it in terms of expanding its future base of electoral
support. It will need to appeal to the young, well educated, middle class and particularly to women
if it is to significantly grow its electoral base.

In the light of the demographics noted above, it is also worth considering the results of surveys
of Tea Party supporters in the USA which found that tea partiers were less educated, but more
interested in politics [11]. As with sentiments expressed by UKIP supporters, they also found

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extreme dissatisfaction with the current state of affairs in the country - 92 % of tea partiers said
they were dissatisfied with the way things were going.

Thus, in the UK, as elsewhere, there appeared to be a “revolt of the grey haired masses", as
an older generation adopted a view that “enough’s enough” with the political class who seemed so
remote from their needs. UKIP thus constituted for many an opportunity to quite literally in electoral
terms “stand up and be counted”. Its leader, in the form of Nigel Farage, a beer drinking and
cigarette smoking2 “cheeky chappie” appeared in strong contrast to the more elitist, highly
groomed, “all things to all people”, leaders of the hitherto far too cozy, political duopoly in the
current forms of Cameron and Miliband. (The Liberal Democrats were members of the governing
coalition so would not be a means of delivering protest votes).

There is a paradox in the support by this group for UKIP in that its policies beyond
Euroscepticism appear to be that of free trade and libertarian, which would not appear to fit with the
profile of “protectionist”, anti globalization and socially conservative, with state intervention required
for health and public services, that would appear to be the natural policies for this “left behind”
group. It is a measure of both the antipathy felt for the typical political parties and its willingness to
achieve its objectives through democratic ends that UKIP is the beneficiary of this mood, rather
than more extreme right wing parties. Polling by Lord Ashcroft, the Conservative peer, suggests
that UKIP's support is driven by this group’s receptiveness to UKIP's message about the state of
British politics allied with deep pessimism [4, p118].

Despite the fact that Britain had exited recession and is expected to grow by 3% this year,
according to a recent poll conducted by Populus [3], only one in seven British adults indicated that
he/she could feel the benefits of the economic recovery where they live; this proportion rose to
more than half in urban northern England (a key area of focus for UKIP) who said they could see
no economic recovery where they live. Populus also found that 80% of UKIP supporters said
Britain's best days were in the past.

Indeed, it might be argued that this may yet transmute into “hopelessness without end” for a
significant part of the population given the likelihood of additional economic austerity in the UK after
the election in May 2015. The deficit ie government spending exceeding its revenues, is still at
around £ 100 billion per annum. The main parties seem to either avoid discussion ie Labour®, or
indicate that unfunded tax cuts for high income earners or reducing the inheritance tax burden ie
Conservatives, will appeal to their own political constituencies as well as the “swing middle class
voter” but for those in, say, the urban northern England and other depressed areas, the sense of
“victimhood” will only increase as public spending cuts affect public services.

The SDP: A Warning from History?

Following the defeat of the Labour Party in 1979, concerns grew over the direction of the party
and its drift towards unelectable left-wing policies under its new leader, Michael Foot. A number of
former Labour Party figures announced the creation of the Social Democratic Party in 1981 [6].
Twenty-eight Labour MPs eventually joined the new party, along with one member of the
Conservative Party. The party was successful in winning a number of parliamentary by-elections
with impressive swings from voters away from the traditional two parties. Although the SDP was
seen as being largely a breakaway from the Labour Party, it was estimated that 60% of its
members had not belonged to a political party before, with 25% being drawn from Labour, 10%
from the Conservatives and 5% from the Liberals.

?In his leader’s speech at the Labour summer conference, Ed Miliband failed to mention either the deficit or
immigration — two important issues for the electorate. The response afterwards by Mr Miliband that “he had
forgotten” that part of his speech did not enhance his reputation. The comment by Ed Balls, the Shadow
Chancellor (the Opposition's “Minister of Finance”) that a proposal by him to cut £100 million of child support if
Labour was elected to office in 2015 “was the most difficult decision of his political life” also caused
bemusement given the current deficit is £ 100 billion.
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The SDP entered into an electoral alliance, - the SDP-Liberal Alliance, with the then Liberal
Party to fight parliamentary elections together. However, by 1988, the SDP had been subsumed
into what became the Liberal Democratic Party — currently the member of the present coalition
government along with the Conservative Party. What happened and why did this party fail to “break
the mould” of British politics? One cause was the nature of the “first-past-the post” electoral
system. The 1983 and 1987 General Election results were as follows [4, p222-3]:

The table demonstrates the nature of the “first-past-the post” system in the UK whereby in
1983, even though the SDP/Lib Alliance gained 25.4% of the vote and achieved 7.8 million votes,
not far from Labour Party's result of respectively 25.4% share and 8.5 million votes, this translated
into a mere 23 seats versus the 209 won by Labour. The SDP/Lib Alliance had polled well but
failed to covert votes into seats as Labour concentrated its votes in inner cities and northern towns,
as well as in depressed areas. The nature of the system had acted to prevent the duopoly being
seriously challenged and served as a “barrier” to insurgent parties, such as the SDP. A failure to
achieve a breakthrough in a General Election, as opposed to one-off parliamentary by-elections, in
which the SDP noted some marked successes, ultimately led to the SDP “merging” with the Liberal
Party.

It is a challenge that UKIP also faces, as the new “insurgent” party seeking to effect its own
breakthrough. While by-election successes and achieving second place, as in Heywood and
Middleton, may elicit positive media stories, and European election results further add to its allure,
the brutal truth is that without a serious concentration of votes in particular regional areas, it is
unlikely to achieve the electoral success in terms of seats won in the House of Commons, as
suggested by its relatively high poll ratings.

Conclusion

On 20 November, a by election was held in Rochester and Strood. Mark Reckless, like his
colleague, Douglas Carswell, had resigned from the Conservative Party in favour of UKIP and
thereby triggering the by-election held. By a majority of 2,920 over the Conservative candidate,
Reckless won and has thus become the second UKIP member of parliament. The share of the vote
of the main parties and the change from the previous 2010 election is worth considering:

Share of vote Change (+/-) from 2010
UKIP 42% +42
Conservative 35 -14
Labour 17 -12
Green 4
Liberal Democrat - -15

The Liberal Democrat gained just 349 votes and lost their deposit — it was their worst
election loss in recent history. Voters of both this party (and Labour) appear to have switched their
votes to UKIP, whose candidate was a former Conservative.

Labour’s downturn is also striking and its poor performance was compounded by a
Shadow Cabinet member being forced to resign over a posting on social media that appeared to
mock the blue collar residents of the constituency — a part of the electorate that Labour likely needs
to attract if it is to win the 2015 election.

It was however a limited “victory” for UKIP as there are at least four problems that this party needs
to overcome going forward:
The Strategic Voter in European elections
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As noted, UKIP has achieved considerable success in European elections but has failed to
translate this into a meaningful presence in UK General Elections. Such elections are generally
accompanied by lower turnouts than general elections: the May 2014 European election saw a
turnout out of just 34% in the UK; and benefit minority parties through the proportional
representation system.

They also act as a means of venting elector disenchantment with the governing parties as
well as allowing those with firm views on Europe ie its opponents, to also register their disapproval.
We have seen that UKIPs share of the vote has not so far translated into a major presence in the
House of Commons.

Indeed, this raises the possibility that a vote for UKIP may be perceived by voters as
nothing more than a “protest vote” or even a “wasted vote” when it comes to a general election.
Voters may act strategically in registering a vote against established parties or perhaps vote
tactically to deny their selected opponent a winning opportunity by voting for the party “best able” to
defeat them.

The question arises as to whether the European Union (or “Brussels” in the “eyes” of UK
voters) constitutes the most pressing issue faced by the voters. If the Conservatives win the next
general election (a very big if) then a vote on continuing membership of the European Union is
likely to be held. If voters opt for remaining in, then what exactly is UKIP"s future role thereafter?
Internal organization

The public face of UKIP is its leader, Nigel Farage, who enjoys wide visibility and is
perceived as possessing charisma and the “populist touch” [16]. The issue is whether there is any
true “management in depth” beyond this photogenic individual. The last twenty years has
witnessed a number of leadership troubles — UKIP lost one of its most charismatic leaders in the
early 1990s — Robert Kilroy-Silk, after a botched bid for the party's leadership.

The SDP, noted above, “came to grief” over the role of its then leader, David Owen,
appeared to eclipse both its other senior members and the leadership of its alliance party, the
Liberals. Infighting saw his eventual departure and a loss of one of its most significant political
figures.

Thus, UKIP runs a risk of becoming less a national party, more a “one-man” band. That
said, in their otherwise admirable book, Ford and Goodwin do not quite get to grips with the
personality of Farage and his persona. Voters clearly see in him a media savvy personality clearly
placed to act as a prism through which to vent their displeasure with the existing political elite.

A narrow and unbalanced political message

We have noted that UKIP has been able to tailor a message that links Euroscepticism,
hostility to immigration, populist dissatisfaction with established parties and elites, with a
pessimistic outlook, to great effect.

However, a question arises as to whether it can move beyond this narrow political
message that has been successful so far with its particular electoral base ie aged, uneducated
white males.

The focus on Europe without reasoned, costed and detailed policies on education, the
National Health Service and the economy (what happens if the UK does exit Europe?) is unlikely to
woo that part of the electoral base which do not feel unduly threatened or worried by those across
the English Channel.

Geography of support

As noted above, and particularly in the SDP case study, UKIP need to win clusters of
districts and county council seats in order to make up for the previous lack of concentration. If we
borrow from the US observation® that “all politics is local” then UKIP, in order to compensate for its
lack of specific national policies, need to build upon local issues that affect the community in which
they are seeking representation. It is understood that UKIP have paid close attention to what the
Liberal Democrats have achieved in the past — building up a credible presence through
participation in local elections and then moving to consolidate this position by aiming for the
parliamentary seat.

This will take both time and resources, particularly human. The 2103 council elections were

an important step in this direction but UKIP still remains at the early stages of such a move.
UKIP faces significant challenges as evidenced by the rise and fall of the SDP in the 1980s by
virtue of the “barrier to entry” to the top levels of British politics posed by the “first-past-the-post”
system but it has demonstrated that it can “tap into the deep well” of pessimism that afflicts a
significant part of the population®.

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It remains to be seen, in view of the deep seated economic issues faced by the UK over
the coming years on the back of declining living standards after six years of austerity, whether the
main British parties will be able to neutralize the UKIP message. While UKIP is unlikely to achieve
a significant breakthrough in May 2015, it is likely to be well placed to benefit from continued
disappointment with the two main political parties and possibly influence which of the main parties
holds office.

The article seeks to explore the authoritarian consolidation in the Russian Federation by
looking how the diversion of the public attention from the domestic issues and refocusing it on the
armed conflicts in the near abroad resulted in the formation and dispersion of consistent state
ideology, production of ‘informed’ propaganda, and establishment of shared goals and values of
the state and the society. It is concluded that all these factors led to the strengthening of
authoritarian regime in Russia, making it robust to external influences.

The establishment of strong authoritarian institutions in Russia clearly indicates that the notion
of “transition to democracy” becomes less and less applicable to this state. One can observe the
process of authoritarian consolidation, embedment of authoritarian practices within the society to
an extant when, paraphrasing famous quote by Juan Linz, authoritarianism becomes “the only
game in town.” [1, 156] Even though the transition to democracy always remains one of the
multiple possibilities, “attraction to transition paradigm may blind us to more important dynamics.”
[2, 472] Therefore, there is a need for employment of different perspective, which recognizes the
political stability of countries with autocratic regimes, characterized by increasing resistance to
external and internal demands for democratization.

The aforementioned considerations give incentives for investigation of authoritarian
consolidation in general and its ability to transform attitudes, perceptions and beliefs within a
society by diverting its attention from domestic problems in particular, a specific Russian trend,
reflected in massive public support of the current government. The latter allows assuming that
democracy promotion is currently being challenged by the promotion of autocracy, [3] which is
particularly important for the stability of electoral authoritarian regime [4, 23]. Even though the
elections are not free, the public support in general is important for the regime survival. In case of
Russia it resulted in the emergence of so-called ratingocracy, when the regime became
overwhelmingly concerned with its standing in public opinion [5,5]. In their turn, parliaments can be
used to co-opt non-regime forces, by providing the forum for compromises, and, thus, ensuring
autocratic stability [6].

Thus, the research question is the following:

How does the formation of attitudes and beliefs by diversionary strategy influence the
authoritarian consolidation in Russia?

More specifically, the research will be focused on the investigation of the results of the
diversionary strategy within the attitudinal area of authoritarian consolidation. After the overview of
incentives and practices of the diversion of public attention in Russia (with regard to its participation
in the conflicts in the near abroad), the paper will proceed to observation of the micro-level of
authoritarian consolidation, which concentrates on the discursive power of the state. It must be
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taken consideration that the study omits the research of institutional, economic, and external areas
of authoritarian consolidation, even though does not deny their importance.

The research of authoritarian consolidation takes its roots in two theories: consolidology and
authoritarian persistence, both of which focus on the ability of a regime to survive with minimal
changes. Early study in consolidology was predominantly focused on transition to democracy. The
theory views the political consolidation as an ongoing process of legitimization at different levels
(such as institutions, parties, interest groups, civil society), which leads to the “regime survival” or
persistence [7]. However, Thomas Ambrosio argued that the concept of consolidation is more
applicable to authoritarianism than democratization, since it elucidates the manner by which the
autocrats confront the alternative political development and strengthen their rule within the political
system [2, 483].

Another concept, which influenced the formation of theory of authoritarian consolidation, is
authoritarian persistence. It aims to identify the structural and institutional factors, which guarantee
the regime survival, and to explain what authoritarian features block the democratic change. It must
be emphasized that this approach is very static, since it interprets the persistence as the lack of
change with no account for possible transformation [8]. In contrast, this research seeks to
understand the dynamics of regime maturation, the process by which the authoritarianism became
an integral part of the Russian polity. The concept of authoritarian consolidation seems to be the
most appropriate for this goal.

Authoritarian consolidation is “a process by which authoritarianism is solidified and entrenched
within a political system to the extend that expectations for democratic regime change in the short-
to-medium term are consistently pessimistic.” [2, 473] It is a deliberate state project, which is
aimed at improving regime’s capabilities to govern society and is driven by political elites, seeking
to secure their ruling position [11, 183]. According to Christian Gébel, durability of an authoritarian
regime depends on the elite’s capacity to substitute coercion for governing by organization,
regulation, and the management of discourses [11, 176-190].

It is possible to differentiate between three levels of authoritarian consolidation: macro-level
(establishment of institutional structure of communication, bureaucracy and legal system), meso-
level (consolidation of state-society relations in a form of meritocratic networks, semi-competitive
elections, mass organizations and complaint mechanisms), and micro-level (creation of attitudes
and behavior among mass population by employing government’s discursive power) [11, 183]. The
latter level is the focus of analysis in this paper.

Attitudinal consolidation deals with the formation of perceptions and beliefs within the society
and elites, ensuring the constant development and stability of authoritarian regime. Research of
discursive power in autocracies is based on the assumption that values, legitimacy, and political
culture are crucial in underpinning such regimes [9, 606-620]. Thus, an important component of
authoritarian consolidation is the construction of public support for authoritarian practices and
institutions.

In the case of Russia, authoritarianism appears to be well-entrenched in multiple ways. It is
possible to argue that the absence of serious intra-elite conflict, inefficiency and low mobilization
power of mass protests, government’s ability to survive challenges and create alternatives to them,
as well as direct assistance to like-minded undemocratic governments allow the system to defend
itself from democratic pressures and enhance its stability. However, all this is possible only as long
as the government either employs coercion or discursive power over the mass public. The high
approval rate of the government among mass public leads to the assumption that the latter plays
an important role in authoritarian consolidation in Russia.

Creation of attitudes and behavior supportive of authoritarian practices of the government
among the mass public is challenging under the hard economic conditions. Currently, government
lacks resources to guarantee the public support with the help of the redistribution and improvement
of welfare as it was before the crisis of 2008. In this paper | argue that to solve this problem
Kremlin employs the diversionary strategy in order to refocus the population’s attention from the
domestic hardships to Russia’s activities in its near abroad, where it has proved to be successful in
promoting its national interest.

Diversionary theory argues that “international conflicts can be launched by incumbents to
divert public attention from domestic issues” [10, 1827]. The conflict can play a diversionary role
only under specific conditions: when leaders are dependent on public support, when democratic
institutions are not developed (since in established democracies high level of transparency and
accountability does not allow to launch diversionary conflicts), and when the state’s leadership
fears the forced removal from power [10, 1827]. Thus, for the diversionary strategy to be
employed, the mass public should be incapable of preventing the leadership from launching the
conflict, but influential enough to be taken into account. The last condition applies to both Russia
and its neighbors.
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Since it is difficult to operationalize the micro-level of authoritarian consolidation, the research
of diversionary strategy will be based on three indicators of discursive power, developed by
Christian Gobel: consistent official ideology, production of ‘informed’ propaganda and its
dispersion, and shared goals and values tying groups in state and society together [11, 187]. These
indicators will be employed to investigate the practice of diversion of public attention by the
Russian government with the aim of formation of positive attitudes to the incumbents in particular
and the regime in general.

In order to observe the prerequisites and practice of the diversionary strategy, conducted by
the Russian government, | observe the dynamics in Russian microeconomic indicators (based on
the report of World Bank), approval ratings of the Russian president and government (based on
Levada Center sociological polls), and the armed conflicts in the Russian near abroad. The
relationship between these variables allows illuminating if the diversionary theory is applicable to
the case of Russia.

The actual launching of the armed conflict in the near abroad cannot divert the public attention
from domestic problems by itself. For diversion to be effective, it is necessary to set and publicize
the agenda, associated with the relevant conflict in particular, and overall mission of the state in its
near abroad in general. The attitudinal foundations of authoritarian consolidation can be explored
by tracing the link between the purposeful government policy and the construction of common
ideas conductive to regime stability [2, 490]. This section will explore foreign policy dimension of
these common ideas. In Russia it can be traced with the help of three major indicators: consistent
official ideology, production of ‘informed’ propaganda and its dispersion, and shared goals and
values tying groups in state and society together.

Consistent official ideology

There is an ongoing debate considering the existence and consistency of official ideology in
Russia. While ideology is neither constitutionalized, nor set in any other formal way, the Russian
government in general and Vladimir Putin personally promote clear vision of Russian mission,
goals, and identity both domestically and internationally. According to Willard A. Mullins, ideology
has four major characteristics: power over cognition, capability of guiding one’s evaluations, logical
coherence, and guidance towards action [12, 498-510]. This paper does not aim to measure the
importance of all these characteristics within Russian state ideology, but to observe each of them
by deconstructing the Russian ideology into separate components.

The central notion of the Russian official discourse is sovereign democracy. According to
Thomas Ambrosio, it “expresses Russian independence on the world stage and rejecting the
legitimacy of external criticisms from the democratic West.” [13, 70] In the international context this
concept means that the Kremlin can counter the pro-democracy calls of the West and reject the
interference in Russia’s affairs. Sovereign democracy had a direct influence on the popularization
of ideas of the “special path” within the country and the necessity to counterbalance “hostile”
developments in the near abroad. In terms of authoritarian consolidation sovereign democracy
implies the impossibility of challenging the regime with ideas originating from “the West” (for
example, liberal democracy), since they are inapplicable on the Russian soil. Sovereign democracy
also played important role in diverting the public attention from the comparison of Russia and “the
West” on the basis of macroeconomic indicators, and instead emphasized “diversity” of values,
differentiating between “Western” neo-imperialism and Russian tradition of strong statehood [13,
79].

Another central concept of Putin’s speeches on intervention is ‘normality’. According to
Richard Sakwa, it suggests the naturalness of Russia’s foreign policy choices and is relatively
unconstrained by formal ideological norms [14, 12]. The concept of ‘normality’ implies the
depolitization of the Russian society and the right of government to make decisions on its behalf.
Since stability and security must come before democracy [14, 13], ‘normality’ justifies any foreign
policy choices as long as they guarantee the security and stability within Russia. Another important
feature of this concept is that it applies to Russia as a political actor on the international arena, in a
sense that Russia must be treated as a ‘normal’ great power. Therefore, concept of ‘normality’
plays double role: on the one hand, it ensures the strengthening of the regime by excluding any
possibility of challenging the ‘normality’ by the mass public. On the other, it allows diverting the
public attention from controversial issues of both domestic and foreign policy, conducted by the
government in ‘normal’ and, thus, proper way.

One more important component of Russian state ideology is the notion of Russia-centered
world [21, 1256]. Usually it is articulated in the opposition of the EU-centered world and is
connected to the international processes taking place in the post-Soviet space. Russia is
juxtaposed to Europe, as a bearer of more advanced values and norms. In his address to the
Federal Assembly in 2013 Vladimir Putin said: “Today in many countries the norms of morality and
ethics are reviewed, national traditions and cultures are erased. They [the West] demand [...] the
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obligatory recognition of equivalence of good and evil [...]. Russia will keep to traditional values.”
[15] Thus, instead of highlighting the differences between Russia and “the West” in other spheres
(such as economy, development of democratic institutions, rule of law, etc.), Putin diverts public
attention to the importance of preserving of traditional values, capable of making effective
distinction between good and evil. Logically, the preservation of traditional values depends on the
stability of the current regime in Russia and removes alternatives to Russia-centered world,
consolidating the regime.

Finally, related to the latter concept is the widely popularized idea of multipolarity. Supported
by both Putin and Medvedev, this idea argues that the unipolar world as it exists right now (headed
by the USA) comes to its end. Instead, the future world order will consist of multiple poles, one of
which will be Russia. To ensure that Russia will be capable to act as a great power on the
international arena, it is necessary to expand its zone of influence to the near abroad, the latter
explained by Russia’s geopolitical considerations, not imperial nostalgia [16]. This emphasis on
“geopolitical pragmatism” supports the general idea of centralization of state power, justifies armed
conflicts in the near abroad, as well as creates conditions for diversionary strategy and further
authoritarian consolidation.

Production of ‘informed’ propaganda and its dispersion

‘Informed’ propaganda implies that every message, published though formal and informal
channels, contains certain specific information (data, statistical, legal or normative analysis) with
regard to a narrow topic. Combined, such messages create the understanding of the ongoing
events, which is supposed to be not only tolerating, but also supportive of the Kremlin’s actions. As
a result, this approach allows diverting public attention from domestic problems (by publishing more
information on the foreign conflicts than on domestic affairs), and fulfilling the traditional goal of
propaganda, i.e. ensuring the public approval of the ruling group and set of ideological notions it is
associated with.

One of the best ways to trace the production of informed propaganda is to look at the Russian
government’s rhetoric with regard to the ongoing conflict in Ukraine. According to Rou Allison, the
justifications offered by Russia exploit liberal discourse with special focus on legal and normative
considerations. Justification included claims about protecting the Russian citizens, intervening by
invitation, and references to case of Kosovo [21, 1260]. In order to be capable of employing these
justifications, it was necessary to publicize specific information about each claim: for example, the
statistical data about the number of Russian passport owners in Ukraine, consent of
“democratically” elected government (and, thus, organizing well-publicized elections, where this
government is elected), or legal expertise regarding the results of human protection by Western
powers in Serbia.

The recent sociological poll revealed that the Russian public is not only aware of the fact that
‘informed’ propaganda takes place (57%), but also consider it allowable and necessary (36%)
[17].The majority of respondents from the latter group argued that distortion of information in mass
media in state’s interests is possible (and, perhaps, necessary) with respect to security issues,
events in Ukraine, and foreign politics (for the full list of such issues see Appendix IV). It means
that dispersion of propaganda, no matter whether it takes place or not, would be positively
perceived by the third part of the population. The latter is an indicator of the considerably high level
of government’s ability to use propaganda as a central means of diversionary strategy and
consolidation of the authoritarian regime by substituting the objective information with one,
beneficial for government.

Shared goals and values of state and society

As noticed by Alexander Lukin, Putin’s regime differs in a fundamental way from its
predecessors: it matches the political ideas and culture of the majority of population [18, 89]. Not
only aforementioned approval ratings, but also detailed sociological polls on political and economic
expectations and values give evidence that the current Russian government is capable of reflecting
the aspirations of its citizens. The latter are disillusioned with political activism and democratic
values, which were widely popularized in 1990s. Instead, paternalistic and authoritarian practices
are viewed as being capable of guaranteeing stability and security for Russia. Under such
conditions the diverting of public attention from deterioration of democratic institutions and further
authoritarian consolidation is more than possible, since the mass public is not interested in the rule
of law or independent judiciary as such. According to Alexander Lukin, the regime will persist until
the new wave of disillusionment [18, 89]. However, the transformation of authoritarian regime into
democratic one must be more complicated than vice versa, since the ruling elite under the
authoritarianism controls more resources, necessary for ensuring the regime continuity, than under
the democratic circumstances. The latter gives evidence in support of the assumption that the
authoritarian regime in Russia is unlikely to dissolve in the short term.
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One of the goals, which seem to be shared by both the state and the society, is to prevent the
color revolution within the Russian borders. According to the latest sociological poll, conduced by
the Levada Center, only 10% of Russians are ready to participate in mass protests for political
reasons [19]. The Russian population does not consider the protest activity to be either possible or
necessary and this public opinion is perfectly reflected (and assumingly constructed) by the so-
called Putin’s ‘preventive counter-revolution’ [20]. According to Robert Hovarth, Kremlin’s counter-
revolutionary activities included three measures: creation of the youth movement Nashi, imposition
of control over NGO sector and elaboration of the aforementioned ‘sovereign democracy’. Without
going into details, it is possible to conclude that all these activities were directed at the formation of
attitudes among mass public with regard to mobilization power of the regime, ongoing “cold war”
with “foreign agents” (or NGO financed from abroad) and continued propaganda of Russian
distinctiveness.

Counter-revolution is not limited to the domestic politics. On the international arena,
intervention to Ukraine and Georgia can be interpreted as ‘civilizational goal’ to eliminate the idea
of color revolution as an alternative to the Russian ‘personalized power’ [21. 1291]. According to
Alexey Navalny, for Putin, annexation of Crimea was a “strategic choice to bolster the regime’s
survival’, due to its potential to increase “a strategic fervor to a fever pitch” and to divert the mass
public from the domestic problems (such as economic stagnation and corruption) to fighting with
external enemies [22].

One of the key values, shared by both society and the state, is so-called civilizational
nationalism. It takes its roots from 19th century idea of the “special path” of Russia, which argues
that the Russian highly centralized non-democratic political system is caused by civilizational
predetermination [23, 56]. Kremlin made a deliberate choice to “canonize” the notion of thousand-
year-old civilization to replace the old doctrine of Marxism-Leninism and to block the penetration
into Russia of “hostile” liberal and democratic trends. According to Aleksandr Verkhovskii and Emil
Pain, civilizational nationalism predisposes Russia to authoritarian regime, thus, consolidating the
latter by default [23, 52]. What is more important, it is shared by multiple groups within the society,
including the “strong-arm branch” of the political elites, liberal thinkers, the political establishment,
and the mass public. While Aleksandr Verkhovskii and Emil Pain’s interpretation of the civilizational
nationalism as an ideological framework of functioning of the Russian government seems to be too
radical, it is impossible to deny that the official government supports the ideas of a leading role of
state and that of a particular person leading the nation, as well as the necessity to export these
ideas to the near abroad. Nationalist sentiments of this kind not only divert public attention from
social and economic cleavages, but also help consolidate the authoritarian regime.

Much more moderate view on Russia’s nationalism is expressed by Luke March, who argues
that Russian authorities’ ‘official nationality’ is a moderate form of nationalism, widely exploited for
mobilizational purposes of the regime [24]. While ‘official’ nationalism represents the Kremlin's
ideology and discourses though presidential addresses, governmental statements and foreign
policy doctrines, the ‘deviant’ forms of nationalism are repressed (though not sufficiently, according
to Luke March). In contrast to conventional perception of nationalism as a radical movement,
destructive for any political system, Luke March argues that since the main aim of this state-
centered ideology is to maintain the power of the elites, this moderate kind of nationalism is
employed in such a way that it preserves and consolidates the authoritarianism in Russia. Thus,
the policy of Kremlin aims to construct the “average” level of nationalism, which would be shared by
the state and the society and unite them, rather than separate.

Analysis of the attitudinal consolidation of the authoritarian regime in Russia allows concluding
that the diversionary strategy plays central role in the government’s construction of beliefs, values,
and goals within the Russian society. Refocusing the public attention from the domestic problems
to the conflicts in the near abroad resulted in the enhancement of the consistency and influence of
the state propaganda, higher demand, and, thus, supply of the “informed” propaganda and its
dispersion through media and other channels of public communication of the Russian government,
as well as further development of commonality of values and goals between the Russian
government and the population. All aforementioned factors led to the elimination of political
(especially attitudinal) alternatives to the ruling regime and its ideology, as well as diminishing the
possibility of political protest and instability, resulting in the increase of the likelihood of regime’s
survival in the short-to-medium term.

This article analyzes the public communication of the Ukrainian government, in particular,
European Union’s image formation among the Ukrainian citizens. The article compares the
governmental message with the actual perceptions of the EU and the necessity of European
integration.

Kotlyarov I., Kostyukevich S., Yakovleva N. The balance of fundamental and applied
training in engineering education as a factor of innovation development

This article explores the problem of disparity (disproportion, imbalance) between theoretical
training and practical training in the technical universities of Russia and of Belarus. The authors
suggested that the imbalance could be as a consequence of drastic changes in a structure of
curriculum which could happen in the second half of the 20th century. The comparative analysis of
the curriculum of 1958-59 with the curriculum of 2011-12 confirmed this. Given the fact that, in the
USSR and in modern Russia and in Belarus, the curricula of technical higher education institutions
were and still are standardized (institutions use a model curriculum), the authors concludes that the
technical universities of both countries have a huge disproportion in favour of theory in their
curricula. The authors believe that this disproportion should be eliminated; otherwise, it will prevent
developing of technologies in these countries.

Weston C. The Radical Right in Britain: The UK Independence Party — A New Force in
Politics or a Political Soufflé?

The purpose of the paper is to examine the rise of the radical right, in the form of the UK
Independence Party, from its origins in 1993 to constituting the largest UK political party currently in
the European Parliament and the recent election of its first member of parliament to the House of
Commons in October of this year.

The paper will examine the rise of this party in the light of social trends in the UK over the last
fifty years and, in particular, the emergence of a group termed the “left behind” arising from the
decline of Britain's working class, the impact of changing social values and the increased
marginalisation of this group whose distinguishing traits are: less skilled, economically insecure,
less well educated and old. Its increased electoral support will also be examined in the context of
its European neighbours which has seen increases in popular support for the National Front in
France, the Northern League in Italy and the Freedom Party in Austria, as well as the Tea Party in
the USA.

We will also briefly examine, as a case study, the course of the Social Democratic Party
(SDP) in the 1980s which saw hopes of a breakthrough by a third political “force” in the wake of a
number of stunning by election victories but which was ultimately subsumed into the Liberal
Democrat Party, a partner in the present governing coalition. The failure for the SDP to make a
breakthrough has important implications for the future of UKIP as it seeks to “break the mould” of
British politics today.

Vinnykova N. Political decision-making in the spectrum of political governance regime
characteristics

The paper focuses on identifying the key analytical categories of the political and operational
features of decision-making by using methodological tools of network analysis in spectrum of
pluralistic, elitist, corporatist and neopatrimonial regimes. We assume that the concept of political
networks offers suitable methodological tools to describe and differentiate groups of public and
private, public and informal actors (organizations and individuals) that are included in the process
of creating the political agenda and have a stable relationship between them.

Ranging network relationship in the context of operational characteristics policymaking found
that personalized informal linkages determine organizational authority forms in the context of
elitism and neopatrimonialism. Representative linkages occur when subjects with various
organizations engaged in communications at the official level, which is typical for pluralistic forms of
governance. Institutional linkages are forming when the information transfer and exchange
between organizations carried out without the involvement of personalities with their organizational
roles, including the format of interaction mediates in corporate decision-making control systems.

Recruiting elite of client-based patronage networks by acquiring bureaucratic capital and
incorporation by networked forms of corrupt practices are common modes of neopatrimonialism
principles of authority forming and introduced in the political systems of corporatist governance
style. Institutionalized forms of government and social networking community’s cooperation, as well
as crowdsourcing feature developed democracies.

The study emphasize that network approach allows focusing on specific aspects of the
decision-making process and the functioning of political systems in different aspects of regime
models.

The article aims to evaluate the advantages and disadvantages of the state communication of
the Ukrainian government in the sphere of European integration. It is argued that the official
messages of the Ukrainian government shares many similarities with the actual perceptions of the
EU among the Ukrainian general public. Nevertheless, the influence was extremely limited: out of
five issue areas, highlighted in this article, the full-scale influence can be traced only in one topic.
Even though these results might look perplexing, the public communication of the Ukrainian
government is characterized by a number of advantages.

Among the latter it is worth emphasizing highly effective strategy of developing and nurturing
the perceptions, which already existed in the Ukrainian society. Thus, the government was working
with already accepted beliefs, and this tactic considerably facilitated the achievement of public
communication goals. In addition, the government chose effective channels of communication,
which made the information and messages available to the considerable proportion of Ukrainian
citizens. Also the government chose the tactic of persuasion, which is considered to be the most
effective in the theory of public communication. Finally, the topics selected for consideration micely
suited the public expectations.

Nevertheless, the public communication was also characterized by a number of
disadvantages. The Ukrainian government failed to form a united, coherent central message,
therefore creating confusion within the audience. In addition, the messages were not directed at
specific target groups, but instead addressed the whole Ukrainian society, a strategy which
considerably decreased the effect of public communication. Finally, the government presented the
flawed data and made unwarranted conclusions, as well as neglected taking into consideration the
citizens’ feedback.

First
of them — that it changed it's status from “internal administrative” border to “foreign state border”.
The second characteristic is that today Eastern border of Ukraine more and more often describes
as Eastern border of Europe Union, especially after signing two parts of the EU-Ukraine
Association Agreement.

Taranenko M., Taranenko M. Jr. The idea of revival of national statehood in program
documents of political parties and organizations in Ukraine (late XIX-early XX centuries)

The article describes the final - the political stage national revival of Ukraine XIX- early XX
centuries. The authors analyze the process of emergence and development of the Ukrainian lands
that were part of the Russian and Austro-Hungarian empires, political organizations and parties in
their policy documents define his attitude to the problem of national self-Ukraine. As witnessed
analysis, most newly formed Ukrainian political branches, both in Galicia (Ukrainian Social
Democratic Party (USDP), Ukrainian National Democratic Party (UNDP) and the Dnieper (
"Brotherhood tarasivtsi" Revolutionary Ukrainian Party (RUP) , Ukrainian socialist Party (USP),
Ukrainian National Party (UNP), among its priorities competition saw independent Ukrainian state.

However, during his next of some of them changed their benchmarks. In particular, the
Ukrainian Revolutionary Party chose to socialist ideals, and for Ukraine's independence, its
immediate goal determined its autonomy within Russia.

As a result, the revolutionary movement that tried to combine as nationalist and socialist
tendencies split into separate forces. Yes, some of his representants as M. Mikhnovskyy (UNP),
strongly advocated the dominant nation-state-building values, not while refusing to socialist ideals.
Their opponents, such as M. Melenevskyi (USP), in contrast, preferred the social-democratic
slogans. Third - D. Antonovich, V. Vinnichenko, M. Porsche (USDRP) sought to combine national
and socialist values.

In contrast, political parties left-radical-minded parties that adhere to liberal-democratic
orientation in their programs limited only getting Ukraine autonomous rights in the Constitutional
Russian (Ukrainian Democratic-Radical Party (UDRP) and Ruthenian-Ukrainian Radical Party
(RURP) which at its inception reads the introduction to the Western Ukrainian lands "true
autonomy" within the Austrian Empire.

Along with the national patriotic forces in Ukraine there are frankly anti-Ukrainian political
parties. In particular, Moskow-philes created Russian national party, which had influence among
Ukrainian and existed only through government subsidies and support Russian Polish aristocrats.
